What is WED?

WED stands for Women Entrepreneurship Development. This is an entrepreneurship and at the same time business management training program, which aims to allow potential and existing entrepreneurs to set up economic activities; the result of the entrepreneurial skills upgrading program will help women build up an independent revenue base. It also gives women the necessary tools and skills to earn an income which they can control themselves or contribute to the household and improve their status in the society. 
WED is part of a comprehensive programme developed by the United Nation Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) to enhance women entrepreneurial skills through out Ethiopia. The overall objectives of the WED program are to enable program participants:

1. to develop their personal entrepreneurial competencies (PEC),
2. to effectively manage their business,
3. to market their goods and services effectively,

4. to calculate costs and prices of their product or services,
5.    to prepare their business plan.

For whom is the WED?

The WED is designed for potential entrepreneurs who aspire to start a business of their own or for existing business operators who wish to improve their business. It is a suitable training program if the potential trainees have basic knowledge in reading and writing in the language of the training.
How does WED work?

The five ‘core’ WED modules include: 

1. Operating under the challenges of Women Entrepreneurship
2. Developing Your Managerial Competencies
3. Developing Your Marketing Skills
4. Developing Your Financial Skills

5. Business Planning
WED training program usually takes about 48 hours. During the training the participants will learn how to assess and develop their personal entrepreneurial competencies also be taught how to prepare their business plan.
